TEENS WITHOUT TECHNOLOGY

Can teenagers stop using their smartphones or computers for a short time? If you
ask them, they will probably say no. This is not surprising. One study showed
that teenagers today spend more than five hours a day in front of a screen. This

is more than twice the time teenagers used technology 10 years ago.
